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Thirteenth Week of Ordinary Time

Sunday is the Thirteenth Sunday of Ordinary
Time. Jesus tells us that his call is one we can
not look back from. But, he consoles us with the
works, "Whoever finds his life will lose it, and
whoever loses his life for my sake will find it."

This week we celebrate the Feast of St.
Thomas, Apostle.

The ordinary narrative from Genesis offers
stories of Abraham's relationship with the Lord.

The Psalms this week offers praise to God for
his mercy and faithfulness to us.

Matthew's Gospel follows Jesus on his
journeys, constantly teaching his disciples about
faithfulness. He heals the sick, calms a violent
storm at sea and forgives sins. At the end of the
week, he does something extraordinary - he
invites the reviled tax collector, Matthew, to be
one of his followers. Then he indicates that the
old ways of relating to God are gone - that he is
the new way, the new wineskin.

B
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Daily Prayer This Week

The gospels offer us encouragement this week
because they are so filled with imperfect people
struggling to live out their lives.

The invitation to us this week comes from the
heart of Jesus to ours: “Follow me.” How do we
open our hearts more fully to that invitation? In
our daily prayer we can name the desire we are

looking for and ask Jesus for help.

Each morning as we open our eyes to face the
day ahead, we can simply ask Jesus for the
courage to follow him.

Lord, give me the strength today to accept your invitation
to follow you. Living that invitation each moment will
take patience and courage and I ask you for it because 1
can't supply it for myself. And, Jesus, when 1 fail and
snap at my family or forget to be compassionate with my
spouse, grant me the humility to apologize for that. Let me
remember how much you love me and let me share that
with everyone who comes into my life today.

In the smallest moments in the background of
our day we can remember that desire and offer it
to God. As we walk down the street or cook
dinner or run an errand we can speak to our Lord
as we would to a friend. It doesn't take more
time, only more focus.

Some days it seems like I am being tossed on a boat in the
darkness, Jesus. Part of me wants to be saved but another
part wants to run from you. I'm not alhways proud of how
I lead my life and sometimes 1 am afraid to be alone with
you. Guide me through this darkness, please.

At the end of the day, we can take a few
moments as we get ready for bed:

Thank you, dearest Lord, for your presence in my life
today. 1 felt you with me in some of the more difficult
moments. Thank you for being there.

Recuperando Valores
¢Por qué ir a Misa?

Una persona que siempre iba a misa, escribié una carta el
editor de un periédico quejandose de que no tenfa ningin
sentido ir a Misa todos los domingos. He ido a la Iglesia por
30 anos, escribia, en ese tiempo he escuchado algo asi como
unos 3,000 sermones. Pero por mi vida, no puedo recordar
uno solo de ellos. Por eso pienso que estoy perdiendo mi
tiempo y los padres estin perdiendo su tiempo dando
sermones. Para el deleite del editor, esto empezé una
verdadera controversia en la columna de “Cartas al Editor”.
Esto continué durante semanas hasta que alguien escribi esta
nota: “He estado casado por 30 afios. Durante ese tiempo mi
esposa me ha cocinado unas 32,000 comidas. Pero por mi
vida, no puedo recordar el ment entero de todas esas comidas.
Pero sé una cosa: Esas comidas me nutrieron y me dieron la
fuerza necesaria para hacer mi trabajo. Si mi esposa no me
hubiera dado todas esas comidas, estaria fisicamente muerto
hoy. ilgualmente, si no hubiera ido a la Iglesia para nutrirme,
estarfa espiritualmente muerto hoy! jCuando ti no estds en
nada...Dios si estd en algo! (La fe ve lo invisible, cree lo
increible y recibe lo imposible!

iDa gracias a Dios por nuestra nutricién fisica y espirituall Y,
cuando Satands toque a tu puerta, simplemente di: Jesus,
¢Podrias atender la puerta por favor? “Creo en un Dios como
un ciego cree en el sol, no porque lo ve, sino porque lo siente”.

¢ Qué es la Misa?

No se trata de venir a escuchar lo que los Profetas, los
Apostoles o Cristo dijeron hace mucho tiempo, sino el mensaje
que Dios nos quiera dar HOY.

No se trata de apartarnos del
mundo durante media hora, sino de escuchar el mensaje de
Dios, de ofrecernos con Cristo muerto y resucitado y de
recibirlo en la comunién para llevarlo HOY al mundo de HOY
a donde no llegara, si nosotros los cristianos no lo llevamos.
